Home Zones are popular urban solutions in

many European countries. The founding

principle of the Home Zone is that people

come first. The car is definitely not king - streets

are designed so that pedestrians and cyclists

are given priority over motorists. Home Zones

are about promoting quality of life and

removing traffic barriers to neighbourliness.

The result is an attractive, open, urban

environment with significantly lower levels of

noise and pollution. The streets are safer for

kids; there are more trees, green spaces,

places to play and areas to sit and meet.

Although the introduction of a Home Zone can

contribute to road safety, the main benefit to

local people is a change in how the street can

be used. Home Zones encourage a wide range

of activities to take place in streets that were

formerly considered to be principally for

vehicles. Consequently The Home Zone offers

an altogether more relaxed way of life.

Location

The Zone is located in central Bristol in an area

that is currently being regenerated called

Temple Quarter. The development is close to

many of Bristol's attractions, including the proposed

site for the new Bristol Arena. Broadmead Shopping

Centre, which is undergoing a multi-million pound

rebuild, and is approximately 10 minutes walking

distance. 

The Zone is also in a great location for commuters

with Temple Quay 1, the newly built business district

within walking distance. Bristol's main train station,

Temple Meads, just 3 minutes walk and the bottom

of the M32, the main motorway into Bristol just

0.7miles away. The Zone lies at the heart of Temple

Quay 2 off Avon Street - the main highway through

the development, and adjacent to the floating

harbour providing regular ferry services into the city

centre and beyond.

Car Parking Arrangements

The Zone is ideally located to take advantage of the

good transport links without the need of private car

ownership.

This low car ownership development has been

designed to put people first and to minimise the

number of private cars. It is intended that most

residents will not own a car; and instead take

advantage of the local public transport links and

walking & cycling routes to move around the city

and beyond. 

With reduced car parking spaces only a proportion

of the homes being offered for sale have allocated

parking.  If your home does not have a car parking

space, you should be aware that the Home Zone

streets will be subject to a controlled parking

scheme requiring all vehicles to park in marked

bays. This will mean that there will be competition
